(A simple to understand overview of  FoF)

Lest We Forget...In God We Trust In My America (Foundations of Freedom) is a student competition that utilizes student presentations of historical events to enrich the history-social science, fine arts and literature curriculums for all grade levels in America's schools. 

Its purpose is to enable students to recognize First Amendment influences in American political, social, cultural and historical life; and allow students to understand and demonstrate the importance and significance religion has played in American history. 

It focuses on the protection of religious freedoms, as well as, the importance and significance religion has contributed to American literature, historical/social events, musical expressions and the personal lives of its citizens. 

The competition is similar in nature to academic competitions that already exist within our schools, such as History Day, Language Arts Competitions, Speech Contests and Fine Art Festivals. 

Its goal is to help students become knowledgeable and aware of the protection offered in the Bill of Rights; experience the protection of America's diverse religious beliefs within the public arena; and allow students to discover and demonstrate the political implications of how such protection has been enacted in American history. 

Lest We Forget...In God We Trust In My America affirms the protection of religious freedoms that were guaranteed by our Founding Fathers as reflected in America's documents – Declaration of Independence, Constitution of the United States, Bill of Rights – and supported by laws and orders of the three branches of government. 

The competition involves students choosing an historical event and then developing a presentation to address the historical content of the event. All student presentations must be presented in the same context, manner of delivery and purpose of expression originally portrayed by the participant(s), artist(s), architect(s), musician(s), writer(s) or presenter(s). 

Students may present an historical drama, produce a documentary, deliver a speech, recite a dramatic reading, sing or play a musical selection, create an exhibit, enact a debate or create a combination of any four presentation modes into one presentation. It must be historically accurate and demonstrated the same expressed meaning as originally intended by the historical figure(s). Students must be sensitive and honorable to the context and original purpose, the style of delivery and historical setting, and the political impact and religious content (and its significance) intended by these Americans and their personal belief in Lest We Forget...In God We Trust In My America.
